Telecross REDi
A free life-saving service during extreme weather events

What is Telecross REDi?

The Telecross REDi service supports 
people by regularly calling them during 
heatwaves and other extreme weather 
events. Telecross REDi will be activated 
by the South Australian Department for 
Families and Communities, when an 
extreme weather event is declared.

Why use Telecross REDi?

Telecross REDi assists vulnerable and 
isolated people to prepare for and cope 
with extreme weather events.

In January and February 2009, South 
Australia suffered a heatwave that 
claimed many lives and hospitalised 
many more.

Telecross REDi provides security for 
clients and their families and carers, who 
are assured that their loved ones are 
contacted regularly during extreme 
weather events.

How does Telecross 
REDi work?

Red Cross volunteers call pre-registered 
clients up to three times a day to check 
on their well being. The volunteers 
discuss how they are coping and remind 
them of important measures to assist 
them through the extreme weather event.

If a call goes unanswered, an emergency 
procedure is activated to ensure the 
safety and well being of the client.

Who can use the Telecross 
REDi service?

Anyone in the community who is likely 
to need or want phone support during 
extreme weather events is encouraged 
to register for this service.

In particular people who live alone, have 
a disability, are housebound, frail, aged, 
recovering from an ilness or accident, or 
have an ongoing 
illness, such as diabetes or a heart condi-
tion. Carers of vulnerable people are also

In February 2009, Senior Constable 1st Class Leanne Taylor of 
the State Crime Prevention Branch’s Home Assist Program made a 
presentation to a group of older residents of the Murraylands dis-
trict. During that presentation Leanne displayed and demonstrated 
the personal alarms available from Neighbourhood Watch. At the 
end of the presentation, some of those in attendance purchased 
the personal alarms.

In June, Leanne received this letter. Carrying the personal alarm just 
might have saved this customer from more serious injury or worse! 
Finding herself in dire trouble, she was able to alert her husband – 
120 decibels of screeching is hard to ignore (yes, I am referring to 
the alarm!) – and he was able to come to her aid. I think we can 
safely say that their $11 outlay was good value for money. This is 
an excellent example of the uses for these alarms…. they are not 
just to alert others if you assaulted but are designed to alert those 
in earshot of your need for assistance in the case of a fall, animal 
attack or other immediate crisis.

To purchase your alarm, complete the order form on page 24 of 
this edition and send it into the Neighbourhood Watch Volunteers 
Association. $11 is a small cost for peace of mind.

This testimonial is from and lady and her husband who both 
purchased a personal alarm at a presentation in February 
2009. The testimonial was received by the Murray Mallee 
Aged Care Group Inc on June 4th, 2009:

The lady walked down into the orchard remembering to take 
her alarm with her; just as well because she tripped and 
broke her leg. She was about 200 metres from her house, she 
pulled the cord of the alarm which alerted her husband that 
she was in trouble. He rushed to fi nd her on the ground in 
excruciating pain, called the ambulance which transported 
her to hospital and, thankfully, I can report that her health 
is now good.

On 1 May 1985 Neighbourhood Watch was launched at Flinders Park, hailing the 
introduction of ‘community policing’ in South Australia. On that evening, the hall of 
Church of Christ in Flinders Park was fi lled to capacity with local residents listening 

to Superintendent ‘Wally’ Sampson explaining the concepts of Neighbourhood Watch and a 
new police-community partnership.

25 years later, Neighbourhood Watch is about to launch Area 610. The program is now 
the State’s longest running and largest crime prevention program and has expanded and 
developed over the years to include Business Watch, School Watch, Health Watch and, 
more recently, Transit Watch. Together these programs now comprise ‘WatchSA’ and enlist 
an estimated 20,000 volunteers across the State. 

Neighbourhood Watch has evolved as policing has changed over time. In addition to its 
early concentration on monitoring suspicious behaviour and promoting home security, it 
now embraces a broader community safety focus. Today Neighbourhood Watch volunteers 
tackle community issues such as traffi c management, safe environments and community 
preparedness. 

The traditional elements of Neighbourhood Watch still remain and our ever vigilant residents 
regularly pass information to the police that results in the arrest of criminal ‘in the act’. And 
despite our occasional detractor, research around Australia and world clearly shows that 
Neighbourhood Watch is a strong brand and effective in preventing neighbourhood crime, 
building community resilience and reassuring vulnerable members of the community.

Well done all WatchSA volunteers and particularly our long serving ‘faithful’. Your efforts 
are not unnoticed and South Australians owe you a debt of gratitude for the part you all 
play in Keeping SA Safe.
